I once heard a story about a man who constantly wore a heavy chain around his neck, with a link for 

every time he thought he sinned. I heard the story a long time ago so the details are pretty fuzzy, but it 

really made an impression on me hearing about what a huge burden this guy lived with every day of his 

life. To my remembrance, his chain was somewhere around 75 links long – imagine how long it would 

be if there were a link for every time he sinned in God’s eyes! 

I doubt whether anyone who reads this is carrying such a literal burden on their shoulders, but 

everyone knows what it’s like to have a conscience burdened by sin and to stare into a mirror at 

nothing but inadequacy. I haven’t even been on the job here at Faith for a month yet, and more than 

once I have found myself worried that I won’t be able to handle everything I’m responsible for. What if 

I forget something? What if I make a fool of myself?

No doubt I’m not the only one who feels that way, either. I’m sure we’ve all come home from work or 

school with our shoulders slumped and our heads hanging for one reason or another, symptoms of our 

aching hearts within. And why? We’re not perfect, this world isn’t perfect, and it hurts because we 

don’t measure up to the standard of perfection God expects from us. To be sure, we would have good 

reason to hang our heads in failure if success in our lives were up to us and us alone. Unfortunately this 

is the way the majority of the world (even a lot of Christians!) thinks – if I want anything good for 

myself, I have to earn it, especially when it comes to God. And it’s to souls wearied from that constant 

struggle that Jesus speaks the words above.  

Friends, let’s rejoice that the God who makes us earn every good thing we get is only a figment of 

human imagination. We know the true God, and we know that he himself came in flesh to this world to 

earn every good thing for us. He loves us more than we could ever know, and he showed it not by 

putting a heavy burden on us, but by taking our burdens upon himself. The “yoke” that he puts on our 

shoulders is so totally different from the yoke the rest of the world carries – while they (literally or 

figuratively) carry a heavy conscience like a chain around their neck that constantly reminds them that 

they aren’t what they should be, our Savior Jesus with a warm smile and a sympathetic arm over our 

shoulders encourages us, comforts us, “Relax. I got this. Everything you are carrying – all your worries 

and cares and concerns, all your failures and inadequacies – I took them on my own shoulders and 

carried them to the cross. You can’t do it all on your own? Don’t worry. I’ve done it all for you.” And 

you know what that means? No more wearied soul. No more burdened heart. Just peace and rest, 

yoked to our Savior Jesus – and knowing that he took all our sin away, we follow where he leads, to 

heaven.
