  Thank you to everyone who has helped in our classroom.  It goes to show what a great team of parents, 

students and teachers that we have.  Way to go!! 

      We will celebrate Dr. Seuss‘ birthday (March 2nd) by asking that you send in your favorite Dr. Seuss book 

to share that first week of March.  They will be returned on Friday.  The first three weeks of March will be a 

combined theme about community workers.  We will have many visitors including a doctor, nurse, pilot, 

policeman, fireman, and hopefully even more.  We end the month beginning a new theme about spring. 

      Week one, March 1st -5th we will learn finger plays about police officers, match and add stick sets. We will 

explore a hospital corner and discuss the importance of our dentist. The children will have a visit from a doctor 

and will understand their importance and answer riddles about what they do.  The visit from the nurse will be 

very hands on as they play with a nurse‘s kit and make hats and arm bands.  We will discover the role of the 

dentist with their visit and the importance of proper tooth care presented by the tooth fairy. 

      Week two, March 8th -12th we will make a math machine, learn about policeman, fireman and discuss what 

our parents do.  We will have a visit from the fire station on Wednesday, March 10th.  Please send in a 

description and/or picture of what you (the parents) do for Show and Tell on Friday. The children will 

participate in a guessing game involving police officers that will refine their logical thinking when dealing 

with relationships.  We will develop plot and sequence as they use oral expressions to complete statements 

about firefighting, fire and smoke. 

      Week three, March 15th -17th we will participate in imaginative play demonstrating a library.  They need to 

send in their favorite story to be read on Wednesday for Show and Tell.  They will also learn about mail 

carriers, the post office, and will be sending home a post card.  School will be closed on Friday for Coweta 

County. 

      Week four, March 22rd -26th we will begin our theme on spring.  We will play I Spy as we describe simple 

spring objects.  They will observe seeds and understand that fruit and flowers come from seeds.  We will be 

planting seeds to observe their growth. They will play games like garden dominoes and flowerpot ball 

bounce.  We will think spring and discuss Easter. 

      Week five, March 29th-April 2rd we continue our theme on spring.  We will associate animal tracks with 

animal life and how other aspects of the environment should be respected.  They will play with our spring 

board that allows them to place cardinal numerals in sequential order from 0 to 10.  The children will get to 

play with a balloon boat, feed the birds and make dot-to-dot illustrations.
