SERVICE NOTES FOR THE FESTIVAL OF PENTECOST
The Festival of Pentecost marks the close of the Easter Season. The word pentecost (literally
means "50") was the Greek name for the Jewish Festival of Weeks which happened 50 days
after the Passover. The Pentecost we celebrate today was the one that happened 50 days
after Jesus died and rose again. On Pentecost, the ascended Lord Jesus fulfilled his promise
to baptize his disciples with the Holy Spirit.
