things we could never have done alone. The two core jobs the synod does are to send out missionaries and to train pastors and 
teachers. Both of those are tasks that would be too expensive for any single congregation to do. By pooling our resources with 
other Lutheran churches, we are able to carry out gospel ministry right here in our own community and around the world. 

The Lord provides pastors and teachers to his churches in WELS through unique worker training schools. The first level of 
worker training takes place at two special high schools in the upper Midwest: Michigan Lutheran Seminary in Saginaw, Michigan

high schools. Students study math, history, science, language, music, and other common high school subjects. However, in addition 
to these studies there are numerous classes and activities all tailored to prepare students for ministry. Students are encouraged 
throughout their high school years to consider continuing their education for full-ǘƛƳŜ ƳƛƴƛǎǘǊȅ ŀǘ ǘƘŜ ŎƻƭƭŜƎŜ ƭŜǾŜƭΦ .ȅ DƻŘΩǎ 
marvelous blessing, more than half of the young men and women at our ministerial prep schools have continued their studies for 
ministry at the college level! 

That college level study continues at Martin Luther College (MLC) in New Ulm, Minnesota. There in a town nestled in the 
windy Minnesota prairie, students spend four years training for ministry. Teacher candidates spend four years earning a Bachelor

day and learn how to integrate the study of the word into all the subjects they teach. After their graduation, students are prepared 
to teach in Christian grade schools and receive calls to serve at congregations across the country. Recently one of the daughters of 
our congregation, Corrinne Uhlenbrauck, completed her ministerial training at MLC and received a call to teach in South Dakota. 

Pastoral candidates at MLC spend four years earning a Bachelor of Arts with special emphasis on languages. The well-rounded 
college education they receive prepares them to hit the ground running with their studies at the seminary. At the seminary, 
students spend two years of classroom study before serving a year in a congregation as a vicar. After the vicar year they return for 
one more year of study before receiving a permanent pastor call.
