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It is that time of the year where those of us who tinker with gardening begin to prepare the ground for 

what we hope is a beautiful, productive flower or vegetable garden. 

 

As a vegetable gardener, I was tilling the soil ï turning over all 3,000 square feet ï getting ready for 

my summer vegetables, which I could almost taste, when I began to see new growth beginning to 

sprout.  Of course this was not just any new growth, it was spring weeds.  With this sight in mind, it 

made me remember the parable of the sower that Jesus told to his disciples. 

 

Matthew 13: 3-9 

 

3  Then he told them many things in parables, saying: "A farmer went out to sow his seed.  4  As he 

was scattering the seed, some fell along the path, and the birds came and ate it up.  5  Some fell on 

rocky places, where it did not have much soil. It sprang up quickly, because the soil was shallow.  6  

But when the sun came up, the plants were scorched, and they withered because they had no root.  

7  Other seed fell among thorns, which grew up and choked the plants.  8  Still other seed fell on 

good soil, where it produced a crop-a hundred, sixty or thirty times what was sown.  9  He who has 

ears, let him hear." 

 

Of course, Jesus was not exactly speaking about actual seeds that are being planted.  His message to the 

disciples was to illustrate how we all have that seed of faith planted in us.  The question becomes how 

do we take care to nurture that seed or are we having outside assistance to help the seed of faith grow?  

In my own personal case, it is a bit of both. 

 

As a gardener, I know that I spend countless hours in the spring preparing the soil, fertilizing, planting 

my seeds, watering, weeding, etc. so I can enjoy a bountiful harvest.  And these harvests come at dif-

ferent times during the summer and will be shared with family and friends.  And so is my faith, which 

not only do I nourish, but my church family helps to nourish so that I/we enjoy life eternally. 

 

Our faith is like the seed that Jesus mentions.  Where does your seed lie? 

 

Do we allow others to divert us away from our faith ï (consumed by others) 

How strong are our roots of faith ï (do we have faith but it is on a bookshelf)? 

Do we allow others to lead us astray so we can be in the groove ï (choked out or overcome by 

other influences)? 

Or, is your seed planted on good soil?  By faith, you know that your harvest will be bountiful 

because through the death and resurrection of Christ Jesus we will have eternal life.  And 

because of this faith and guidance by the Holy Spirit, we also help to nurture other seeds of 

faith as messengers of Christ Jesus spreading the good news to those around us. 

 

As I close, not only am I looking for a successful harvest from the garden, but also the best harvest of 

all time when those seeds of faith ñproduce a crop-a hundred, sixty or thirty times what was sownò and 

we meet our Savior in Heaven.
