Tell us about you and Art.

KEEP ON GROWING! 
 
In March, my wife and I planted some seeds in two pots and placed them on our deck. We got brand 
new soil, brand new seeds, put them in pots, and here’s what happened: One of those pots ended up 
in that perfect spot on the deck. When it rained it got plenty of water. When the sun shone, it got 
plenty of light. Now that plant is about to burst into bloom. But the other pot somehow ended up 
stuck in the corner, where the rain and the sun didn’t hit it. And you can guess how it looks now: 
There’s just a little brown stubble poking through the soil. That doesn’t surprise you. For seeds to 
grow, they need to be watered and nurtured and cared for. 
 
It’s interesting that when God describes faith in him—the saving trust in Jesus that’s the only way to 
heaven—he often describes it as a seed. And just like any seed, that seed of faith needs to 
continually be watered for it to grow and thrive. And the water that seed of faith needs is the words 
and promises of God found in the Bible. 
 
That’s why God had Peter end his book of 2 Peter with these words: “But grow in the grace and 
knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To him be glory both now and forever! Amen.” God’s 
message to you is “Keep on growing!” 
 
Thanks to God’s grace, a lot of growing has gone on at Faith over this past school year. In our worship 
services, you’ve heard the whole story of Jesus—from his birth at Christmas to his resurrection at 
Easter. Your children have come home retelling new stories learned at Sunday school and new 
lessons learned in children’s sermons. There’re been Sunday morning Bible classes, Wednesday night 
Bible classes, women’s Bible classes, Confirmation, youth group, teen group—all sorts of 
opportunities to water our faith through God’s Word. God’s smiling at all the growing that’s gone 
on—God’s Word has been doing its work! 
 
But now the summer’s here. Schedules change. Travel beckons. Life becomes a little more laid-back. 
And that’s great—that’s a blessing from God!—but what’s your plan for continuing to care for that 
seed of faith in your heart? Which of my plants would you like that faith to grow into—the blooming 
one or the dying one? The answer’s obvious. But remember: You know what happens to a seed that 
doesn’t get watered. It stops growing. That’s why the most important job God has given to you this 
summer—this year—this life—is to water that faith in Jesus he’s planted in your heart. We know the 
challenges to our faith presented by the world around us. We know how easily excuses keep us away 
from God and his Word.   
 
But we also know we have a Savior who’s conquered sin, death, and the devil with his death and 
resurrection. A Savior who’s planted faith in your heart. So keep watering that faith all summer long. 
Read the Bible with your family every night. Sing with your children those Bible songs they love to 
sing. Keep coming to church each Sunday all summer long. Keep connecting yourself and your family 
to God and his Word. Like that pot in the perfect spot on my deck, “grow in the grace and knowledge 
of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.” Keep on growing!
